The American Association of University Women (AAUW), Houston-Peach Branch,

e Middle Georgia State University

Applicants must provide proof of age, residency, and admission status to AAUW,
along with the completed application form (Exhibit A).

The scholarship amount will be awarded for a period of one year. It may, however,
be extended upon re-application and selection, provided funds are available.

Scholarship funds will be paid directly to the educational institution and may be
used for tuition and/or books. Other expenses (such as equipment and/or
uniforms) related to the course of study will be considered for reimbursement
directly to the scholarship recipient upon submission of a paid invoice. The
scholarship may be equally divided between semesters or used to offset the
expenses of one semester. The scholarship must be fully expended by December
31, 2016.

Applications will be reviewed by a selection committee comprised of at least three
members of AAUW. The selection committee will strongly consider the applicant’s
financial need as outlined in the essay requirement, college grade point average,
and future employability. The recommended awardee will be notified of her
selection no later than December 16, 2015.
